quoted words within quotation marks and indicating the source and page number of the quotes 

 

When summarizing the findings from a research article, it is essential that the words used are your own and 

not plagiarized from the original source. Plagiarism is a clear violation of the FIS Cheating Policy. 
 

I understand that if I violate the Future International School Cheating Policy, I will receive a grade of 0 for the 

assignment/assessment and be referred to the Student Discipline Committee for possible disciplinary action.
